Rules and Information 
1. This is non-sanctioned event. All decisions regarding the event will be handled by the Pope Hill Racing staff. 

Payment of entry fee acknowledges this fact. 
2. Pope Hill Racing reserves the right to inspect any bike/quad at any time for safety concerns or other reasons deemed 

necessary. Disqualifications may be done in the case of flagrant violations. 
3. All riders must sign a waiver in order to race. Minors must have a legal guardian present when racing and have a 

minor release form signed in order to race. Ages are as of 1/1/09 to determine class. 
4. Riders must enter Gate #5 on Waldorf Rd. and proceed to the Pit Entrance Gate behind the horse barns. Each rider 

and guest will be charged for a regular admission ticket to the fair upon entering the pits. These tickets will be at the 
pre-sale rate of $ 6.00 each. This ticket gives you access to the pits as well as the ability to ride all the midway rides 
all day long. This is a great deal, so come early and enjoy the day ! Riders and guests will also be given a pit 
wristband when entering the pit area. You must have this wristband in order to be in the pits. 

5. In the event that only one rider signs up for a class, Pope Hill Racing reserves the right not to run that class. The 
rider will be allowed to ride in another class if they wish or get a refund. 

6. Parents will not be allowed on the track during racing, unless they are helping a fallen rider (50-65cc bikes and 70cc 
atvs only). Parents must stay outside the track border the rest of the time. In other words, you must not be in the 
track ! Pope Hill Racing reserves the right to remove any parent that does not follow this rule. 

7. Please keep the pit area clean at all times. Please take your trash with you. NO ALCOHOL IN THE PITS ! 
8. All people in the pit area MUST have a pit wristband or they will be asked to leave. Please do not ask friends to 

meet you in the pit area. They will be asked to leave and you may be disqualified. 
9. Awards will be available as soon as possible after the racing concludes. Overnight camping is allowed in the pits. 
10. Racing will be done in a standard 2 moto format, using the AMA points scale for standard meets. 
11. EXPERT $$$ Payout Per Class – (MX Lites Expert, Open MX Expert, Quad A Expert classes only)  

1.  $ 50   2.  $ 30   3.  $ 20    Cash Paid out for each individual moto – plaques awarded based on 2 moto results. 
12. In order to ride in an expert class, you must be a member of a sanctioning body like AMA/ATVA, WNYMA, CRA 

or another recognized organization. If not, you must ride in the Amateur or Beginner classes only. No exceptions. 

13. The Beginner classes are designed for riders that are not members of racing organizations. If you are a member of 
any organization like those mentioned in rule #12, you should only ride in the Amateur or Expert classes. 

14. Pope Hill Racing reserves the right to end the racing at any time due to safety issues caused by lightning, heavy rain, 
or any other situation deemed dangerous by the Pope Hill Racing staff. 

15. All decisions made by Pope Hill Racing staff members will be final. Pope Hill Racing owner Todd Langworthy will 
serve as the head referee for the race regarding any questions. 

16. All riders must have the following gear to race: Helmet, goggles, boots, long sleeve shirt.
